(Passing 1st 
shows < 10 HCP). 3♦ implies a 6-
card suit. Over 3♥, West can’t 
compete safely to the 4-level.  EW 
have < 23 HCP. The ♥K = 0 HCP.  

Opening Lead: ♦A, giving declarer a sure ♦ trick. 
The Play: Count 1♥ and 2♣ losers. Can N avoid 1 loser? 
Not if E switches to a ♣.  Say E plays a ♠ (not best). N 
wins in hand enters dummy with a ♦ then leads a SMALL 
trump (a guess – West has ♥K or ♥K2. With ♥KJ or ♥KJ2 
W might have bid 1NT).  W’s 1♣ bid implies the ♥K.  
When the ♥K shows, Declarer cashes the ♠K and leads 
♥3 to hand drawing trumps.  The ♠J allows S to pitch ♣ 

losers from dummy in a ruffing finesse of the ♠Q! When 
W plays the ♠Q, ruff. Return to hand. Play ♠s pitching 
♣s.  No ♣ loser!  3♥+5 for +200 wins most of the MPs.  
The ♥ game is VERY poor odds.   .

This week we look at a hand where a cold slam unbid but made still gets you a top board.  
  

Tuesday 5/27 
Bidding – South with 15 HCP and 7 diamonds will open 1♦ (12+ HCP, 3+ diamonds).  
West with 12 HCP and 6 spades has a clear 1♠ overcall.  North has an unusual hand 
with 7 hearts, 5 clubs and 10 HCP.  Immediately North should be thinking game or 
slam in hearts.  North can start with a 2♥ call (10+ HCP, 5+ hearts).  East has 5 spades 
for their partner but only 3 HCP.  Most of the time with 5 trumps East will jump to 4♠ 
(preemptive, 5+ trumps) but on this vulnerability jumping only to 3♠ is 
understandable.  Assuming 3♠ by East then, what should 
South bid?  South has at least 17 support points (15 HCP 
plus 2 more for the club singleton) and clearly enough for 
a 4♥ call.  West will likely bid to 4♠ to sacrifice.  Many 
North’s will now settle for 5♥ in this competitive auction.   
 

Play of the Hand – On a ♠10 lead (top of nothing) from East, declarer (North) has 4 losers 
(1♦, 3♣).  North can pitch clubs on diamonds if they set up the suit before drawing 
trumps.  Rough the opening spade lead and lead a diamond to the ♦K.  West will win the 
♦A and switch to a club.  Win the ♣A, lead a trump to dummy’s ♥A and then rough a low 
diamond high in your hand.  When you see both opponents follow to diamonds a second 
time you know you can draw trump and run diamonds pitching all of your club losers for 
12 tricks or +480.        
 
Post Mortem – On this hand no one bid the heart slam but those who found a way to 
make 12 tricks in the play still received a top board.  In matchpoints overtricks are a big deal.  In the open game 12 
tricks yielded 3.5 MP out of 4 while 11 tricks only 2MP.
