Post Mortem — As you get more experience you will start to recognize hands that play far
beyond their cursory HCP count. Hands with solid suits, like spades and diamonds in this deal, will play extremely well
especially when we can count on the opponent’s points being in a favorable position. Aggressively bidding these
hands will often lead to favorable results.
